and assessment in the Cuyahoga River, cave explorations, and a
naturalist-guided canoe float on Lake Kelso.

Aside from the fun-filled activities and hands-on field trips, each
participant will walk away with Project Learning Tree, Project
WILD, Project WILD Aquatic, Science and Civics, and Project WET
curriculum and activity guides. The activities in all of these guides
can be used to prepare students for achievement testing and are

correlated to Ohio’s science curriculum standards.

One to three optional graduate credits will be available through
Ashland University for attending. Register soon — only 30
teachers will be accepted and registration is first-come, first-served.
